entrusting of information to the Government of New Zealand on a basis of confidence by the
government of any other country or any agency of such a government; and section 6(d) of the OIA as
making the information available would be likely to endanger the safety of any person. Slide 4 of
Enclosure 2 is a repeat of slide 3 and was used to highlight that 3 Squadron is the only unit that does
not use United States’ aircraft.

You have the right, under section 28(3) of the OIA, to ask an Ombudsman to review this response to
your request.
